Curriculum Information





Term 1 and 2





MUSIC


We will be using a program called Charanga for our Music lessons and will also be developing our composition and improvisation skills using tuned instruments. Our work will focus on Don’t Stop Believing in term 1 and in term 2 we will learn songs for the Big Sing.





P.S.H.E


We will be learning how we can learn well and how our brains work as part of our PSHE work. We will be looking at how our attitudes to learning affect our success. We will also explore our own understanding of how we relate to others through role play and discussion. 








HISTORY and GEOGRAPHY


Through our Anglo Saxons topic we will explore life in Anglo Saxon Britain and how it followed on from the Roman times we studied last year. In term 2 we will be studying the Ancient Greek civilisation and its legacy. Our English and Science work in Term 2 will link really well with this history work. 








ART and DESIGN TECHNOLOGY


In term 1 our art will be based on the beautiful Anglo Saxon illuminated lettering. We will look at the origins of it and will create our own. In term 2 we will study Ancient Greek pots, looking at how they were created and how they were decorated.  





R.E.


In term 1 we will be finding out about the Torah and how it gives guidance for living in the Jewish faith. The life of Moses will also be studied. In term 2 we will be studying how different religions use art to express their faith. This will lead on to looking at representations of the Christmas story.





COMPUTING


The Computing work in term 1 and 2 will be based on developing computer programming.  This will be taught by Mr Brooker. 





FRENCH


Mrs Matheson will be teaching our French lessons. The children will learn a variety of French poems as taught in French schools and will develop their vocabulary through a range of activities including speaking, listening, reading and writing.





P.E.


Our first PE topic will be on competitive games, looking at how rules apply and how to develop our skills through practical tasks and games. Mr Munnery will teach the PE lessons in term 1. In term 2 our work will cover movement and coordination, looking at how we can control our bodies to create effective sequences of movements. 








 SCIENCE


In term 1 we will be focusing on the human body, studying the human circulatory system and the functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood. We will also study how nutrients and water are transported within animals including humans. 


In term 2 we will move on to studying forces, including recognising that some mechanisms, including levers, pulleys and gears, allow a smaller force to have a greater effect. This links perfectly with our Ancient Greeks topic!

ENGLISH


During English, our work will be based on high-quality texts: the first will be Boy by Road Dahl, followed by poetry work based on a book called Cosmic Disco. In term 2 we will move on to The Adventures of Odysseus and Percy Jackson and the Lightning Thief.


We will be writing in many different genres and across the curriculum.


Children’s understanding of grammar, punctuation and vocabulary will be developed throughout the year during all our English topics and handwriting will be practised weekly. 








MATHS


The children will begin their maths lessons by looking at number and place value. They will be reading, ordering and partitioning numbers up to 10,000,000 and exploring various techniques to help them add and subtract both mentally and with a written method. The children will also be developing their ability to understand and solve word problems involving money, space shape and measure. Times tables will continue to be a focus with the scholar, wizard, master activities and the mental maths passports will continue this year. Children will bring home a copy of their current passport to work on ready for testing in school.
