CRAWLEY PARTICIPANTS SURVEY 

RESULTS SUMMARY

· Each participant in the 2016 Rock Challenge® events in Crawley was asked to complete a questionnaire. These were anonymous and 540 questionnaires were returned.

· 82% of students said that they spent 3 or more months rehearsing with 88% spending 3 or more hours per week on their production (outside of curriculum time). Over 15,000 student-hours were spent rehearsing for Rock Challenge®.
· 51 participants said that they smoked before becoming involved in the Rock Challenge®. Of those, 40 have stopped or reduced the amount they smoke since taking part in the initiative.  

· Of the participants, 55 reported they drank alcohol regularly before becoming involved in the event. Of those, 36 have stopped drinking or reduced their alcohol intake since becoming involved in the Rock Challenge®.

· 6 of the student who completed and returned the survey told us they used illegal substances before involvement, 5 of those students have as now reduced or stopped their drug usage.
· Of the respondents, 97% (523) felt their self-esteem had improved, with teamwork skills improving in 92% (497) since they became involved in Rock Challenge®.

· 35 students said they had played truant from school before becoming involved in the event. 22 of those have stopped playing truant due to their involvement.

· 432 (80%) of the 540 students reported they enjoy school more since becoming involved in the event. 

· 443 (82%) of the 540 students reported they have better relationships with their teachers following their involvement.

· Of the participants, 79% reported they have made new friends through the Rock Challenge®.

· In the month leading up to their event, the participants told us they have communicated about Rock Challenge® in the following ways: 45% have tweeted about Rock Challenge® more than 5 times (that’s a total of over 1,200 tweets), 52% have posted on Facebook about the event more than 5 times (over 1,400 Facebook statuses) and 61% have sent more than ten texts about Rock Challenge®, that’s a total of over 3,200 text messages.
· We are very proud to report that 99.5% of respondents described the initiative as excellent or good when given the choice of excellent, good, average or poor.
