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Creative Development


As part of our ‘In the Field’ topic Mrs Edwards will be helping us learn how to draw and paint flowers. We will be looking at the work or Vincent Van Gogh and we will be creating our own ‘Sunflower’ pictures. We will also be using our joining skills to make our own mini-beasts.





Physical Development


In PE we will be working with Mr Munnery to develop our football skills. This will include practising our dribbling and passing skills as well as developing our understanding of playing a game of football.


In class we will be using ‘Dough Disco’ sessions to develop our finger strength and ‘Jump Start Jonny’ to develop our co-ordination. Both of these activities will support our handwriting development.

We will be using cameras and Ipads to take photographs of plants we find growing around school and Wild About Barcombe. Mathematics


This term we will be using our numbers to 20 to add and subtract. We will use a number line to count on or count backwards. Why not play a scoring target game at home to help your child think about simple addition? We will be using the symbols + - and = to help us record addition and subtraction number sentences.


We will be using our knowledge of doubling, halving and sharing to solve problems, with a shopping and picnic theme.


We will also be learning about time, including learning the days of the week and sequencing events in the day. We will learn to tell the time using o’clock and half past.


Please help your child to practise counting in 10s, 2s and 5s at home.




















PSED


In PSED we are learning about ‘relationships’ and ‘friendships’. We will begin by talking about our families and comparing the similarities and differences between each other. Learning to value differences is important. We will be talking about how to be a good friend and think about how we feel when we fall out with a friend. 


Our value this term is ‘responsibility’. We will think about being responsible for our planet and make posters to remind people not to drop their rubbish.











RE


We will be learning to appreciate our wonderful world and finding out about the story of creation, when God created the world. We will be singing a hymn called ‘He’s got the whole world in his hands’ and thinking about the things we are thankful for.





Communication, Language & Literacy


This term we will be reading The Very Hungry Caterpillar. We will try and become familiar with it by sequencing and retelling the story in different ways before writing new versions of the story.


We are working hard to develop our confidence with independent writing this term, so please encourage your child to write at home. I would love to see any lists, sentences or even stories they have written at home.


Phonics -We will be learning to revisiting our work on digraphs this term as well as beginning Phase 4. This looks at initial and final consonant clusters, such as cl, cr, nt, nd.


We will continue to practise our quick recognition of ‘high frequency words’ which I will be sending home in your reading diaries.


Handwriting – Please continue to support your child with their ‘fancy handwriting’.





Our Learning Journey…


This term our learning journey is ‘In the Field’ where we will be learning about things that grow in our local environment as well as finding out about the many different types of mini-beast that live there! On our welly walks we will be learning to identify different plants growing at this time of year. We will be going bug hunting, using different techniques and equipment to find and identify bugs.


Next term we will be moving onto ‘Beside the Seaside’ where we will be exploring things we might find on the beach, in the rock pools and in the sea.





Music


 We will be continuing with our nursery rhyme challenge – to learn at least 10 rhymes by heart. Everyday our helpers get to pick 2 songs to sing during the day.


We will also be learning to sing songs linked to our mini-beast topic.
