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Our Learning Journey…


Our first topic is ‘Take One Roald Dahl’, where the Hedgehog class will be reading the story The Enormous Crocodile. We will be acting out the story and thinking of our own clever tricks to try and catch our dinner! We will be finding out about the animals that live in the jungle and making some hungry crocodiles!


Have you read The Enormous Crocodile? Have you read any other Roald Dahl stories?


Do you have any other stories with crocodiles in them? We would love to read them at school!

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We are finding out about different rules in religions and comparing these with our class and school rules. We will also be celebrating our school Harvest and thinking about what Harvest means for different people around the world.





Understanding the World


We will be finding out about ‘ourselves’. We will be labelling out body parts and thinking about what we can do. We will be exploring our senses through some fun games and experiments.


In both term 1 and 2 we will be going on ‘welly walks’ to Wild About Barcombe to explore our surrounding environments.








Language and Literacy


This term we will be reading and retelling lots of familiar stories, developing our knowledge of characters, settings and story sequence. 


Reception children will be developing their motor skills and pencil control through lots of ‘small hand’ activities.


Phonics


We will be learning the individual letter sounds, using sounds, pictures and actions. I will be sending home 3 sounds each week for you to practise. Please help your child become familiar with recognising the lower case letter shapes, and try and find things that begin with the letter sound.


As we learn individual letter sounds, we will begin to blend sounds to read small 2 and 3 letter words.





Music


This term we will be learning to sing lots of different songs as a class, adding actions to help us remember the words. We will be exploring different percussion instruments, learning their names and finding out how to play them in different ways. 

















ICT


The focus for this term’s ICT is to learn how to use a variety of everyday technology, including the CD player, iPad, telephone and television. This is something you can help with at home. We will be using the Interactive White Board with our fingers to explore some learning games and websites. I will put links on the class blog for you to try at home.











Physical Development


In PE we will be exploring different games skills, developing our use of different equipment, including tennis rackets, cricket bats and footballs. 


In Term 2, the focus will be on movement for the Christmas production.








PSED


In PSED we are developing our awareness of our emotions and how our actions can make others feel. 


To help the children to learn how to work and play co-operatively we will be thinking about different games to play on the playground. 











Creative Development


This term we will be using a variety of materials to draw and paint. Mrs Edwards will be working with the Hedgehogs on Tuesday afternoons. She will be helping the children to develop their drawing skills by looking at self-portraits.








Mathematical Development


This term the Reception children will be learning to count up to 10 objects accurately, as well as developing their recognition of these numbers. Please help your child at home by spotting numbers and counting things everywhere you go! They will be learning to compare groups of objects, identifying which group has the most or least. We will be developing our mathematical vocabulary this term, describing 2D and 3D shapes using terms such as; side, corner, edge. 
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
