Curriculum Information





Term 1 and 2





P.S.H.E


In P.S.H.E the children will be using small group discussions, games and role-play techniques to develop their awareness of how their actions can affect others. They will also be exploring various ways of managing their own feelings. 





FRENCH


This term we will be regularly practising common phrases, greetings and numbers.  We will also be learning the French for our body parts: Une tête, un nez, des dents, des cheveux,�des yeux, une bouche and des oreilles.  The children will also learn to use appropriate adjectives such as: Grand, petit, gros, long and pointu.





Computing


Our first computing unit is called ‘We are software developers’.  In this unit the children will learn how to design and program an educational game.  Later on in the term they will be ‘Toy designers’ and will prototype an interactive toy.





R.E.


In term 1 we study The Torah and stories from it and then the life of Moses and significant teachings.


In term 2 we study religious art and compare art in different religions. Then we prepare for Christmas.





SCIENCE


This term we will be investigating electricity and constructing simple series circuits, trying different components, for example,


bulbs, buzzers and motors, and including switches, and use their circuits to create simple devices.  In term 2 we will continue to explore forces further with a particular emphasis on recognising that some mechanisms, including levers, pulleys and gears, allow a


smaller force to have a greater effect.








HISTORY and GEOGRAPHY


Through our ‘Take One Dahl’ topic, we will be studying the life and works of Roald Dahl.  Then in History during term 1 the children will learn about the Anglo-Saxons’ invasions, settlements and kingdoms: place names and village life. In term 2, we will be studying Ancient Greece – a study of Greek life, city states and their achievements.  We will also consider their legacy and influence on the western world.





P.E.


In P.E. we will be looking at the skills involved in competitive games. The children will develop their ability to use a variety of passes, using both throwing techniques and the use of equipment. They will also be learning attacking and defending skills and putting them into use in competitive games.  During Term Two, the children will focus on movement and coordination. 





MUSIC


We will be using a program called Charanga.  First we will be exploring reggae music and then we will be thinking about Christmas music in a unit called ‘Ho Ho Ho’.

ENGLISH


During Literacy we will be studying a wide range of fiction and non-fiction genres. Since this year sees Roald Dahl’s 100 birthday, we will begin with studying the ‘The Fantastic Mr Fox’.  The text will be used to study figurative and descriptive language, and writing from different character perspectives. In Term 2 we will use a retelling of The Adventures of Odysseus to explore further narrative, debating and persuasive writing.


Children’s understanding of grammar, punctuation and vocabulary will be developed throughout the year during all our topics and handwriting will be practised weekly. Spelling tests will take place every Friday.





MATHS


The children will begin their numeracy lessons by looking at number and place value. They will be reading, ordering and partitioning numbers up to 1000 and exploring various techniques to help them add and subtract both mentally and with a written method. The children will also be developing their ability to understand and solve word problems involving money, space shape and measure. The children will be developing their mental maths skills on a daily basis through games, activities and times tables activities. In Fox Class we will be focusing on developing our times tables by becoming scholars, wizards and masters!
