Term 1 and 2





Our Learning Journeys are:


Take One Dahl


And


It’s All Greek to Me








ART & DT


Through our ‘Take One Dahl’ topic, we will be looking at illustrations by Quentin Blake.  With a focus on paintbrush technique, the children will design and create their own illustrations.  They will also learn how to make an illuminated manuscript, experimenting with different brush thicknesses.








R.E.


In RE we will be learning about The Torah and understanding some of its stories.


In term 2 we will find out about the Life of Moses and his significant teachings, as well as focusing on the festivals of Harvest and Christmas.








HISTORY and GEOGRAPHY


Through our ‘Take One Dahl topic, we will be exploring the life of Roald Dahl, including finding out about where he came from and comparing the time he was alive with today.


Later in the term we will learn about the Anglo-Saxons and the Scots, including the Battle of Hastings.


For our second topic, we will learn about the Ancient Greeks and their legacy and impact on the modern world.








NUMERACY


Year 3 will be investigating number and place value and exploring various techniques to help them add and subtract both mentally and with a written method. The children will also be developing their ability to understand and solve problems involving addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. In Badger Class we will be focusing on developing our times tables by becoming scholars, wizards and masters! 


Year 2 will revise their counting and ordering skills and their understanding of place value in 2 and 3 digit numbers.  They will develop their knowledge of number facts and their skills in addition and subtraction and halving and doubling, using these to solve word problems and puzzles. 








LITERACY


During Literacy this term we will be looking at story writing, which we will first base on the book Charlie and the Chocolate Factory by Roald Dahl, as this year celebrates his 100th birthday. Children will work on creating descriptions of places and characters in order to write their own story. Later in the term we will be exploring poetry, where the children will experiment with rhythm, rhyme and performance. We will also be reading some nonsense poetry by authors such as Edward Lear and Roald Dahl. Children’s understanding of grammar, punctuation and vocabulary will be developed throughout the year during all topics and handwriting will be practised frequently.  Year 2 will continue to work on their phonics every morning. Spelling tests are on Fridays.





FRENCH


We will be learning how to introduce ourselves, as well as the colours, numbers, days of the week and personal preferences. We will also explore where the French language is spoken and discuss elements of French culture. At the end of Term 2, we will learn some Christmas songs and vocabulary.  








SCIENCE


This term we will be investigating animals and what they need to survive.  We will develop our knowledge skeletons, discussing how they are used to protect each animal and learning about vertebrates and invertebrates.


Next term, the topic will be ‘Forces and Magnets’ where we will explore and develop our knowledge of magnetic materials and their purposes.  The children will also be developing their understanding of a ‘fair test’ as we carry out investigations with many children creating their own.








P.S.H.E


In P.S.H.E the children will be using group discussions, games and role-play techniques to develop their awareness of how their actions can affect others. They will also be exploring various ways of managing their own feelings. 








COMPUTING


Our first Computing unit is called ‘We are programmers’.  We will be using software to program simple animations in Scratch and Powerpoint. Later on in the term we will be ‘Bug Fixers’, where we will be finding and correcting bugs in programs.








MUSIC


This term, we will be learning the recorder with a specialist music teacher!  It is a very exciting opportunity and we are looking forward to developing our skills of rhythm and reading music.








P.E.


In P.E. we will be looking at the skills involved in competitive games. The children will develop their ability to use a variety of passes, using both throwing techniques and the use of equipment. They will also be learning attacking and defending skills and putting them into use in competitive games.  During Term Two, the children will focus on movement and coordination. The children will also create their own Oompa Loompa dance to link with our reading of Charlie and the Chocolate Factory.
