Curriculum Information





Term 1 and 2





MATHS





Our main focus at the beginning of term 1 will be place value and understanding number. The year 1 children will be working with 2 digit numbers to 100 and the year 2 children will move on to 3 digit numbers. To ensure a deeper understanding of number, children will be representing numbers using objects and pictorial representations and will be solving simple reasoning problems. We will then progress to addition and subtraction. The year 1 children will use concrete apparatus to help them add and subtract 1 and 2 digit numbers and the year 2s will be learning written methods of addition and subtraction. 





ENGLISH





We will be beginning the year by studying two of Roald Dahl’s wonderful books: George’s Marvellous Medicine and The Minpins. The children will use drama to explore the stories and characters and will then have the opportunity to use their phonics to write some simple stories of their own. We will also be looking at instructional writing and children will design and create their very own marvellous medicine! Phonic sessions will continue to happen daily and children will be encouraged to spell all words phonetically. During term 1 there will be a focus on handwriting and forming all letters correctly.





P.H.S.E





In P.S.H.E the children will be using small group discussions, games and role-play techniques to develop their awareness of different feelings they might experience at school. They will also be exploring various ways of solving simple problems they might come across.  





HISTORY





At the beginning of this term the children will be travelling back over the last 100 years to find out about Roald Dahl and his life. We will be reading many of his books and will look at how writign implements have changed over time. During out Fire topic the children will be finding out about the events of the Great Fire of London through primary and secondary sources and sequencing the key event. They will look at the issues which led to the fire spreading quickly and burning for so long and find out about the consequences of the fire. 








R.E.





Throughout terms one and two we will be studying religious celebrations and festivals. The children will prepare for our harvest festival during the start of term 1 and then move onto to looking at Baptism in Christianity. As we approach December, we will look at the Christmas story.





SCIENCE





In Science lessons we are going to be studying the human body. The children will begin by naming parts of the human body, including parts of the face, and will progress to exploring the five senses: sight, smell, touch, taste and hearing. We will also look at how and why humans change as they grow up.





P.E.





In term 1 our P.E. will be taught by a P.E specialist. The focus will be on movement and co-ordination and children will be carrying out activities and playing small games which involve balance, agility and the development of gross motor skills.

MUSIC





During term one, the children will be developing their musical ability by listening to and singing simple Hip-Hop songs. The children will also be learning to listen for the beat and move to the rhythm of the music.








Art and DT





Our Art links closely with Science this term as the children will be exploring self-portraits and looking closely at facial features. They will begin by looking at self-portraits created using different media and then will explore using a range of media themselves. The unit of work will culminate in children creating their own self-portrait, using a medium of their choice.
