Curriculum Information





Term 3 and 4





COMPUTING


In Computing we will be learning about how to keep safe online. We will also continue to use Scratch and other coding programmes to create our own games. 


The children frequently use the laptops to support their learning in other lessons such as Maths.  





HISTORY and GEOGRAPHY


Through our ‘Don’t Get Lost!’ topic, we will be learning to read and interpret maps. We will be looking at co-ordinates and grid references and will be creating our own maps!


In Term 4, the children will be learning about castles in the local area through the ‘Attack!’ topic. 








MUSIC


Badgers will be continuing with our recorder lessons on Monday afternoons and will be learning a range of new songs! We will also be using our voices as much as possible through singing and rhythm work.





P.S.H.E


In P.S.H.E the children will be thinking about ways in which we celebrate differences. How are we similar? What makes us special? We will continue to use the Jigsaw scheme of work to support our learning.  





ENGLISH


During English in term 3, we will be learning about Earth and Space making cross-curricular links to our Science topic and learning journey. We will be writing information (non-fiction) texts about planets and life in space and will be writing our own narratives about a fictional planet.





Children’s understanding of grammar, punctuation and vocabulary will be developed throughout the year during all topics and handwriting will be practised frequently.  Year 2 will continue to work on their phonics every morning, with Year 3 covering spelling, grammar, and punctuation activities during this session.





FRENCH


We will continue to practise our speaking skills through saying hello and goodbye to each other in French and explaining when our birthdays are. We will also be learning the days of the week and months of the year and will revise our work on colours.








R.E.


The children will spend Term 3 learning about different charities and their work, such as Christian Aid and Islamic Aid.


In Term 4, we will be learning about baptism in Christianity as well as thinking about Easter.








SCIENCE


Earth and Space is our Science topic for Term 3. Within this topic, we will be learning about the different planets in the solar system and how they compare to planet Earth. 


In Term 4, our topic will be Electricity. The children will learn why we have electricity, how we can use it safely, and how to create an electrical circuit. 








ART & DT


In Term 3, Badgers will be using drawing and painting skills to recreate a well-known picture. For Term 4, the children will use sketching skills to link in with our learning about castles. Mrs Edwards will be teaching Badgers for Art/D.T which they are very excited about!








P.E.


In P.E. for Term 3, Mr Munnery will be working with the children on netball and basketball skills. The children will develop their ability to use a variety of passes, using both throwing techniques and the use of equipment. They will also be learning attacking and defending skills.  During Term 4, the children will be learning some new dance moves through a Zumba dance topic! We will be learning to follow routines and use a range of movements to create our own sequences.





MATHS


Year 3 will begin Term 3 by revisiting multiplication and division and looking at different ways to solve questions. We will then move on to learning about money and then will begin our unit of work on statistics and data. The children will continue to use worded questions as well as calculations and will be taking part in weekly Mental Maths tests and times tables tests. My Maths tasks will be set weekly online for the children to complete at home. �Year 2 will be working with Mrs Wilkins on multiplication and division activities using a range of manipulatives to support their learning, and will then move on to learning about statistics and data.
