Curriculum Information





Term 5 and 6





PSHE�Our PSHE lessons follow the Jigsaw scheme of work. This term we will be focussing on our relationships with other people and the topic, ‘Changing Me.’





COMPUTING


In Computing, we will be continuing with our work on coding. We will be using the programme Sprite Academy to create our own characters and games! 





FRENCH


In French, we will be continuing with our ‘All About ‘Me’ unit of work. We will learn how to ask somebody when their birthday is, if they have pets, and what they look like. We will be using speaking and listening skills as well as practising writing in French.





MUSIC


Badgers will be continuing with our recorder lessons on Monday afternoons and will be learning a range of new songs! We will also be using our voices as much as possible through singing and rhythm work. 








SCIENCE


Our Science topic for Term 5 is Sound. We will be learning about the parts of the ear and the ways that sound travels, as well as taking part in different experiments to find out about the vibrations made when a sound is produced. We will also go on a ‘sound hunt’ around school, seeing which area is the noisiest! 





In Term 6, our topic is Living Things. We will use classification keys to describe different animals and plants, and will find out about environmental dangers that can affect living things. 








ART & DT


In Term 5, Badgers will be using collage materials to create a Mayan collage! For Term 6, the children will be having a go at making 3D sculptures using different materials. Mrs Edwards will be teaching Badgers for Art/D.T which they are very excited about!








R.E.


The children will spend Term 5 learning about race and diversity. We will be covering topics such as stereotyping and different needs.  In Term 6, we will be learning about what makes us happy, and celebrations in different religions.








P.E.


In P.E. for Term 5, the children will be learning some new dance moves through a Zumba dance topic! We will be learning to follow routines and use a range of movements to create our own sequences. MATHS


Year 3 will spend Term 5 learning all about fractions. We will be understanding the difference between numerators and denominators, working out fractions of amounts, and exploring ways to show fractions using manipulatives. In Term 6, we will be focussing on measurement (time and capacity) as well as Geometry. The children will continue to take part in weekly Mental Maths tests and times tables tests. My Maths tasks will be set weekly online for the children to complete at home. Year 2 will continue to work with Mrs Wilkins for Maths lessons, also working on measurement activities. 





HISTORY and GEOGRAPHY


Through our Mayan topic, we will be learning all about different food, beliefs, and writing from the Mayan civilisation. There may be opportunities for food tasting!


In Term 6, the children will be learning about South American and the Spanish language through our ‘Hola!’ topic. 








ENGLISH


During English in Term 5, we will be learning about the Mayan civilisation, making direct links with our Topic work. We will be focussing on the book ‘The Chocolate Tree’, which tells an exciting tale of where chocolate comes from! We will be writing diaries in role as the main characters and creating fact files about the Mayans.





Children’s understanding of grammar, punctuation and vocabulary will be developed throughout the year during all topics and handwriting will be practised frequently.  Year 2 will continue to work on their phonics every morning, with Year 3 covering spelling, grammar, and punctuation activities during this session.
