Curriculum Information





Term 1 and 2





MUSIC


Badgers will be using the ‘Charanga’ scheme of work to learn the song ‘Three Little Birds’. We will also be playing the recorder on Monday afternoons!





COMPUTING


In Computing we will be learning about how to keep safe online and why it is important to keep personal information private and secure. We will remind ourselves of different programmes we can use on the computer and will then be looking at Scratch and basic coding programmes. 





FRENCH


We will be learning how to introduce ourselves, as well as the colours, numbers, days of the week and personal preferences. We will also explore where the French language is spoken and discuss elements of French culture. At the end of Term 2, we will learn some Christmas songs and vocabulary.  








R.E.


In RE we will be learning about The Qur’an and its stories.


In term 2 we will be learning about different religious music. We will also discuss why Christians celebrate Christmas and why this is a special time of year.








P.S.H.E


In P.S.H.E the children will be focussing on New Beginnings. We will use group discussions and role-play to think about times where we have had new experiences and changes in our lives. Later in the term we will explore anti-bullying. 








SCIENCE


This term we will be investigating animals (including humans) and what they need to survive.  We will develop our knowledge of skeletons, discussing how they are used to protect each animal and learning about vertebrates and invertebrates.


Next term, the topic will be ‘Light’ where we will be learning about light sources and how shadows are formed. 








ART & DT


In Term 1, we will be learning to weave using a range of materials. During Term 2, we will continue to look at textiles and will also focus on cookery and nutrition by learning about balanced diets and healthy eating.  Mrs Edwards will be teaching Badgers for Art/D.T which they are very excited about!








HISTORY and GEOGRAPHY


Through our ‘Take One Monarch’ topic, we will be exploring the life of Alfred the Great. We will find out lots of key information about his reign and will produce our own illustrated biographies.


Later in the term we will learn about the Anglo-Saxons and the Vikings.


For our second topic, we will be learning about human geography such as trade links.








P.E.


In P.E. we will be looking at the skills involved in competitive games. The children will develop their ability to use a variety of passes, using both throwing techniques and the use of equipment. They will also be learning attacking and defending skills and putting them into use in competitive games.  During Term Two, the children will focus on movement and coordination. We will explore a range of balances and ways we can travel, and will be creating our own sequences of different movements.








Maths


Year 3 will be investigating number and place value and exploring various techniques to help them add and subtract both mentally and with a written method. The children will also be developing their ability to understand and solve problems involving addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. �


Year 2 will revise their counting and ordering skills and their understanding of place value in 2 and 3 digit numbers.  They will develop their knowledge of number facts and their skills in addition and subtraction and halving and doubling, using these to solve word problems and puzzles.

English


During Literacy this term we will be learning about features of biographies and autobiographies through our learning about Alfred the Great. We will then be learning about King Arthur and the Knights of the Round Table. During this unit of work we will take part in different drama and role-play activities and will be learning to write and edit our own myths and legends.





Children’s understanding of grammar, punctuation and vocabulary will be developed throughout the year during all topics and handwriting will be practised frequently.  Year 2 will continue to work on their phonics every morning, with Year 3 covering spelling, grammar, and punctuation activities during this session.
