Curriculum Information





Term 5 and 6





MATHS


Year 2: This term we will be focusing on fractions and finding fractions of shapes, amounts and numbers. When ready, the children will move on to looking at fractions where the numerator is not 1 and comparing fractions of amounts. We will also be focusing on developing practical skills by using equipment to measure weight and capacity. Throughout the term, we will continue to apply our understanding of the 4 operations to solving a variety of fluency and reasoning problems. 


Year 1 children will be working with Mrs Tomsett every morning and will begin the term focussing on simple multiplication and division strategies. They will then move on to looking at fractions. 





Art and DT





Mrs Edwards will continue to teach art on a Thursday – much to the children’s delight! The children will be thinking about Art using natural resources, drawing on the artist Andy Goldsworthy for inspiration.








P.E.





Our P.E. will continue to be taught by Mr Munnery, a P.E specialist, this term. The children will be focussing on football skills including practising dribbling and passing skills as well as developing their understanding of the basic rules in a game of football. 


We will continue to ensure that the children have at least one exercise session a day, normally a ‘Jump Start Jonny’ co-ordination video or running the daily mile.

ENGLISH





We will be beginning this term by studying ‘Mr Gumpy’s Outing’. We will be using Talk for Writing techniques such as learning the text by heart and adding actions and drama to it. We will then be innovating the text to create our own journey stories. Towards the end of the term, we will be exploring ‘Bog Baby’ which links with our ‘In The Field’ topic. 


Phonic/grammar sessions will continue to happen daily across Key Stage 1 and the children will now be encouraged to draw upon spelling patterns as well as their phonics to help them spell unknown words. 








HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY


Our topic is ‘In The Field’ and will focus on mini-beasts and things that grow in the local environment. We will be learning to use geographical vocabulary related to mini-beast habitats and will be using fieldwork skills to hunt for mini-beasts in the school grounds. We will be discovering what the definition of a mini-beast is and some children may well be surprised to discover that they are not just insects!


During term 6 our topic will be ‘Beside the Seaside’ and we will continue with a geography focus.  








P.H.S.E





We will spend term 5 focussing on relationships. This will involve us learning how to make friends and how to help others to feel part of a group.





SCIENCE





Our Science focus this term is plants. We will start with an exciting plant hunt in the school environment. The children will then be exploring plants through simple growing experiments. They will also learn how to recognise the parts of a plant and the purpose of each part.   








Music





We will be creating musical soundtracks for familiar stories using tuned and untuned percussion instruments. 








R.E.





This term, Squirrel Class will be working with Mrs Tomsett for their R.E sessions. They will be continuing to look at Christianity and Judaism with a focus on the creation story.
