Curriculum Information





Term 3 and 4





HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY


During our Africa topic the children will be locating Africa on a map or globe and learning about its culture. We will compare various both South Africa and Kenya with the UK, considering a variety of human and physical factors.  


During term 4, we will be going back in time to look at Dinosaurs! We will be considering how carnivorous dinosaurs differed from herbivores. The children will also be exploring how we know so much about dinosaurs and studying, and making, fossils as well as dinosaur tracks.











MATHS


The year 2 children will be continuing to study multiplication and division this term. As with all of our number work, we will be using concrete, pictorial and written methods to strengthen understanding of the key concepts, and solving a variety of fluency and reasoning problems to aid understanding. We will also be incorporating problems to do with money into our multiplication and division units. We will then move on to looking at data and statistics.


Year 1 children will be working to solidify their understanding of place value. They will do some introductory lessons on multiplication and division, with the focus of equal group. Then they will revisit addition and subtraction.





R.E.





This term, we are focusing on Judaism and the Creation. The children will be studying familiar characters from the Torah, including Moses. Next term, we will be examining the customs and beliefs associated with Easter.








SCIENCE





Our Science links very closely with our Africa topic this term as children will be studying animals and their habitats. For term 4, we will focus on Humans and Animals, with a specific focus on dinosaurs to describe and compare the structure of a variety of common animals including herbivores, carnivores and omnivores. 





Art and DT





This term, we will do mask making and then move on to finger painting. For DT, we will be making puppets. In term 4, we are going to learn all about various aspects of model making. For DT, we will be focussing on making puppets. Art will continue to be taught by Mrs Edwards. 





P.E.





During P.E we will be focussing on ball games and team games. Additionally, we will be looking at dances from around the world. We will then learn and perform dances using a range of movement patterns and sequences. 





P.H.S.E





We will spend term 3 thinking about ‘Dreams and Goals’ – how to set goals, tackle new challenges and work effectively with partners. In term 4, we will be learning about staying healthy and good hygiene.

ICT





This term the children will be using the Purple Mash to develop their computer skills. We will focus on coding by finding out about how programs work and learning how to create and debug a very simple program.  





ENGLISH





We will begin this term by studying a book called ‘Lila and the Secret of the Rain’. We will use the book to inspire our own descriptive writing. We will then be exploring an additional book called ‘Help Me’ and the children will use this as a stimulus for information writing. Both of these texts complement our Africa topic.  In term 4, we will use the text ‘Dinos and all that Rubbish’ to further our writing skills. 





Phonic sessions will continue to happen daily across Key Stage 1 and children will be encouraged to spell words phonetically or use known spelling patterns during independent writing.
